e Respect speaking time limits.

e When someone has the floor, allow them to finish their comments without
interruption.

Not everyone starts with the same
knowledge base, but everyone deserves a chance to participate fully.

e Keep your comments brief and to the point. During the public comment
period, speakers are limited to two minutes.
