Guidelines for OKNA meetings

The Overlook Neighborhood Association requests that all members and
guests follow these guidelines in order to create a positive environment in
which everyone has an opportunity to participate.

● Be respectful of others and use respectful language.

● Speak only when called upon or recognized by the chair.

● Keep side conversations to a minimum.

● Respect speaking time limits.

● When someone has the floor, allow them to finish their
comments without interruption.

● Listen with willingness to hear other points of view.

● Explain acronyms and abbreviations. Not everyone starts with
the same knowledge base, but everyone deserves a chance to
participate fully.

● Keep your comments brief and to the point. During the public
comment period, speakers are limited to two minutes.

OKNA welcomes refugees, immigrants, people of any color or ethnicity, people of any
religious belief, and people of any sexual orientation or gender identity. In short, we are a
welcoming place for all. We will not tolerate rhetoric that scapegoats any community or

that threatens our neighbors. We will not remain idle when any member of our
community is targeted by bigotry.
